The stone building with the castle-like appearance was
built by men on work relief schemes during the Great
Depression (1929 — 1932). It was used as a kiosk in the
past. Many similar structures were built in the other
parklands throughout Australia around this period, and
are solid reminders of the practise of decorating, rather
than blending in with the bush, which was then in

vogue.
